WHAT TO DO AFTER THE
COMPETITION IS OVER

So the competition is over and
you have received your scores.
‘What then? There are still things
that you as an individual member
should do.

After a competition,
Competition Team member Peter
Selig transfers the scores to the
master spread sheet that lists each
member’s scores by competition,
category, and format for the
competition year. He also updates
the lists of awards by member,

title, category, and
competition. Following spot
checking for accuracy by other
Competition Team Members
(usually Janet DiMattia,
Michael Karchmer, and
Debbie Owen), the
information is sent to
‘Webmaster Terry Gavin for
posting onto the website’s
Competition page. All of this
typically happens within a few
days of the competition.

While mistakes are
infrequent, they do happen, so
we strongly advise members to
check their own competition
results for accuracy. To do so,
click on the “Competition” tab
of the website, then scroll
down to the sections “Points”
and also “Awards.” That’s
where you'll find the
information. Do let one of us

know if you find any discrepancies.

The information as posted is the
club’s official record. The points
are used for helping determine
class advancement and as the basis
for preparing the end-of-the-year
awards. The award titles also are
used for other purposes. For
example, they provide the lists for
determining eligibility for the
Image of the Year Awards.

Also, did you know that first
place winning images in the
competitions are eligible for
posting in the Competition
section called “Recent Winning
Images?” The projected images are
uploaded automatically by the
Competition Team and the
Webmaster. But members with
first place awards in Prints should
send a jpeg of their images for
uploading onto the website to

CUTRONA

Judges for our special or
themed competitions are local
professional photographers.
Judging our November 30th
competition will be Dan Cutrona,
a highly regarded and versatile
photographer living in Falmouth.
He and his wife Amy have a studio
in Mashpee Commons. His work
has found its way into features and
on covers of many Cape
magazines, including Cape Cod
Life and Cape Cod Magazine. He
is a sought after architectural and
wedding photographer. Check out
Dan’s website and blog at
www.dancutrona.com. The website
doesn’t have a conventional
biographical sketch, but here’s a
taste of what he wrote about
himself:

“I rode my bike to my first interview
with an editor. I borrowed my brothers
car the next day to go shoot my first.
assignment.

That was 13 years ago. Nowadays, 1
will promise not to arrive at a shoot,
sweaty and winded. I will drive my own.
car.

But I like to think I still bring the
excitement of a teenager to any assignment.
that comes my way.

1 like to make ugly people look_
beautiful. Sometimes it's fun to make
beautiful people look ugly.

1 like classic, timeless lighting. I like to
think my photos are crafted, and I will
never shoot something that looks like a
snapshot, and call it art.

1 don't have an ego, but I am a
braggart. If you are standing next to me at.
the news stand, 1 will show you the latest.
article I shot. Even if you don't care.

But hopefully you do.
1do.”

Architecture [T1]

The subject matter must have an
architectural theme or contain som
element of the built environment.
Your photo must be of a man-made
structure. The image can be of
interior or exterior architecture.
Shoot old buildings or new
buildings, commercial, industrial,
houses, bridges, staircases, ceilings
arches, courtyards, public squares,
fountains, statues. Put the
architecture in a large context or
take a close-up of a small detail.
Include people for perspective or
explanationNor not. Shoot during
the day or at night. Experiment with
light and shadow.

Technical Matters: All photographs
should accurately re3ect the subjeq
matter and the scene as it appeare
Acceptable processing practices ar
adjustments to color, contrast,
brightness and sharpness; removal
dust and scratches; cropping; black]
and white conversions; and use of
HDR (high dynamic range imaging
where multiple exposures of the
same scene are combined for a
greater tonal range. Use of lens or
perspective correction software is
acceptable. Deletion of extraneous
elements (such as a sprinkler or bri
alarm) in the photograph is
acceptable so long as the element
plays a minor role in the image. No
acceptable are photo composites
(combination of two or more
photos, not of the same scene); the
addition, duplication, deletion or
moving of signiPcant objects in the
photos; or the use of artistic digital
blters and effects which do not
show the scene in its natural way.
